All this and much more is in our Cheat Sheet – 

over 100 statistics including key demographic data such as breakdowns by age, 

race, location, income and education. 
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The IRR will be releasing one final election poll a week before the election. Until 

then, we believe the information in our Cheat Sheet is the best, and easiest to 

understand, description of the voting population.
